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BEHAVIOR CHECK LIST

When you come into contact with teens, there will be times when you believe that there is something wrong. You may get a feeling, they may give off “vibes”, or they may say or do something that causes you to become concerned or worried.  This behavior checklist is designed to help you follow your hunches and help you determine whether or not “your” teen is in need of more than a warm shoulder.

DOES THIS TEEN NEED HELP?

Don’t be alarmed, the following behaviors in and of themselves do not necessarily mean that a teen is at-risk and/or in need of help.  However, it is also possible that a teen may display 1-5 of the following behaviors, and need help.  Look through the list and make a check mark next to the behaviors that you have observed.

Here’s a general guideline:

1) If you notice 5-10 of these behaviors, the teen you are working with may need help.

2) If you notice 10-15 of these behaviors, the teen you are working with probably needs help.

3) If you notice more than 15 of these behaviors, the teen you are working with needs help.

	Drastic mood changes when in presence of certain adults

	
	Excessive fear

	
	Intense anger

	Isolation/withdrawal

	
	Statements of violence inappropriate to age

	
	Arguments inclusive of yelling, deprecating comments, threatening actions to teen by guardian

	
	Excessive criticism to teen by guardian

	
	Excessive rules and/or punishment

	
	Excessive permissiveness by guardian

	
	Statements such as “I’m stupid”, “I can’t do anything right”, “My mom doesn’t think I’m smart so why should I try?”

	
	Unkempt (i.e. Ragged and dirty clothes, un-washed, un-showered, dirty hair)

	
	Excessive hunger

	Aggression (i.e. Forceful play, excessive profanity, demanding with adults and/or peers, draws pictures with theme of aggression or fighting, punching walls, verbal intimidation with peers and/or adults)

	
	Opposition and/or defiance to directives and/or rules

	
	Unable to control behaviors associated with anger

	
	

	
	Accident prone

	
	Excessive lateness or absences in school

	
	Frequent use of incense

	
	Frequent use of bathroom

	
	Increased use of mints and/or mouth wash

	
	Odor of alcohol (breath or clothes)

	
	Blood shot eyes

	Divorce and/or remarriage of parents/guardians

	
	Talks about many fights and arguments involving parents/guardians

	
	Statements such as “My dad loves his new wife and her kids more than me” or “They don’t have time for me…I’m on my own.”

	
	

	
	Involvement with peers who use drugs/alcohol, engage in age inappropriate sexual behavior, ditch school, etc.

	
	Decisions influenced by peers

	
	Follows peers with lack of independent thought

	
	Idealizes peers and their actions

	
	Lack of support and/or parental involvement

	
	Displays behaviors that teen previously believed to be “wrong”

	
	Friends are older than age appropriate

	
	

	
	Low self-esteem

	
	Death of family member or friend

	
	Loss of structure and security (i.e. Get braces or glasses, move residences, change schools, change in parental mates)

	
	Weight change

	
	Change in eating habits (i.e. Over-eating or not eating)

	
	Change in sleeping patterns (i.e. Sleeplessness or excessive need for sleep)

	
	Preoccupation and/or stressed out

	
	Often anxious or nervous
